Visas, work & health

will need to apply for prior Entry Clearance  
(a Student Visa for programmes  
over six months) before travelling to the UK.

-	 The UKVI may require you to show evidence of 
£1,015 per month for living expenses at the time  
of your visa application.

-	 Students with the correct stamp in their passports 
are able to work for up to 20 hours a week during 
semesters and full time in vacations.

-	 Students coming for programmes of study of under 
six months may apply for a Short Term Study Visa.

-	 Students may not work with a Short Term Study 
Visa or extend their stay.

-	 When making an application for a Student Visa, a 
fee will be levied to cover access  
to the National Health Service (NHS).
