Visas, work & health

- Students from Turkey coming to study in the UK will

need to apply for prior Entry Clearance

(a Student Visa for programmes

over six months) before travelling to the UK.

The UKVI may require you to show evidence of

£1,015 per month for living expenses at the time

of your visa application.

- Students with the correct stamp in their passports

are able to work for up to 20 hours a week during

semesters and full time in vacations.

Students coming for programmes of study of under

six months may apply for a Short Term Study Visa.

- Students may not work with a Short Term Study

Visa or extend their stay.

When making an application for a Student Visa, a

fee will be levied to cover access

to the National Health Service (NHS).

English Language Requirements
- International Foundation Programme:
IELTS 5.0 (min 5.0™).
- Most Undergraduate Programmes:
|IELTS 6.0 (min 5.5).
- Architecture and most Postgraduate Programmes:
IELTS 6.5 (min 5.5/6.0**).
For UKVI purposes this must be a specific
Academic [ELTS for UKVI test.
Academic Requirements
Undergraduate: Students need to have a good
pass Devlet Lise Diplomasi (70% shown over 100).
Students with an International Baccalaureate Diploma
should have 30 points overall in the diploma for
most programmes - see the GSA website for
point breakdown.
Postgraduate: Students need a GPA of over
2.5 (63%) in their Lisans Diplomasi.
Entry requirements are subject to change,
and applicants should consult the GSA website
for up-to-date requirements:
